In addition, new motorist laws for 2010 include a prohibition on talking on-haftiphones while in a highway constructioneon a school zone.
Handsfree devices like the Bluetooth are allowed. Also, starting January 1, those found driving without insurance in eagglegtsodily harm
will be charged with a Class A Misdemeanor instead of a traffic citation.
