Senate Bill 1466, sponsored by Democratic House Speaker Michael Madigan, includes campaign contribution caps for individuals,
FRUSRUDWLRQV XQLRQV DQG SROLWLFDO D F WnoRiQit EdRtABRtioONsWatin-a\poliBcalkpith or +tRZHYHU WK
caucus PAC to a candidate.
